We use these skills 
every day to learn, work, and manage daily life. Trouble with 

executive function​ can make it hard to focus, follow directions, and 
handle emotions, among other things. 

- Pilot the program at Oakton and Dawes, going into the schools to 
implement the “Brain EFfects” curriculum 

-Funds will cover: Staff to conduct professional development in 
District 65 schools, developing a curriculum that teachers can 

implement and Ridgeville staff would act as a resource.
